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How do eyes help us see?
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· Light and images first enter the eye through the clear cornea.

· The images then pass through the pupil and then through the lens.

· The lens separates the eye into front and back compartments, both filled with fluid.

· The images, after exiting the lens, are projected onto the retina at the back of the eye.  

· The retina then sends messages about the image to the brain using the optic nerve.
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
