
What Happens When You Smoke?
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Lung Cancer:  Smoking has been linked to 90% of all lung cancer cases.

Lung Disease:  Chronic bronchitis and emphysema have been linked with smoking.

Other Cancers:  Cancers of the mouth, upper respiratory system, esophagus, stomach, pancreas, cervix, kidney, ureter, and bladder have been linked with smoking.

High Death Rates:  The overall death rates from cancer are twice as high among smokers.  Heavy smokers have rates that are four times greater than nonsmokers.

High Risk Pregnancy: Smoking may cause delayed development, premature delivery and low birth weights for infants carried to term.
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
