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· Has become a major problem in the United States

· Can be any type of sexual activity that you do not agree to, including inappropriate touching, vaginal penetration, anal penetration, sexual intercourse, rape, attempted rape, and child molestation

· Can be verbal, visual, or any other form which forces a person to participate in unwanted sexual contact or attention like voyeurism (seeking sexual gratification by looking at sex organs and sexual acts), exhibitionism (exposing your private parts in public), incest (having sex with a blood relative), forced prostitution, exposure to pornography, and sexual harassment.

· Can happen in different situations, by a stranger in an isolated place, on a date, or during intimate partner or domestic violence.

· May be committed by a friend or an acquaintance.  Most offenders are male.

· May be carried out after the victim has been given alcohol or “date rape” drugs, which make a person unable to resist assault, and have a type of amnesia where one is uncertain about what happened.
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
