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Multidrug-Resistant Tuberculosis 

(MDR TB)
It Is Diagnosed By:

· Failure of the usual TB medicine(s) to kill the TB bacteria.

It Means:
· People with MDR TB must be treated with drugs that are not as effective as the usual drugs for TB. These drugs may cause more side effects.
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It Is More Common In People Who:

· Spent time with someone with drug-resistant TB disease
· Did not take their medicine regularly

· Did not take all of their prescribed medicine

· Developed TB disease again after having taken TB medicine in the past

· Came from areas where drug-resistant TB is common
