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How Is It Spread?

· Contact with food or water contaminated by feces from an infected person.

Who Is At Risk?

· International travelers to countries where hepatitis A is common.

· People living in areas where hepatitis A outbreaks are common

· People living with or having sex with an infected person

· Day care children and employees, men who have sex with men, and injection drug users (during time of outbreak).

How Can It Be Prevented?

· Hepatitis A vaccine

· Avoid tap water when traveling internationally. 

· Practice good hygiene and sanitation.

How Is It Treated?

· Hepatitis A usually resolves on its own over several weeks.
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
