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What Is Hepatitis?

Hepatitis is damage to the liver (an organ in your body) that results in inflammation. 

Hepatitis…

· May start and resolve quickly, or cause long-term disease.  In some instances, liver damage, liver failure, or even liver cancer may result.

· May get better on its own if it is caused by certain viruses, but sometimes, as in the case of chronic hepatitis C, treatment with medications is required to stop the inflammation.

What Are The Symptoms Of Liver Disease?

Some people with liver disease may have symptoms that include:

· Jaundice (yellowing of the eyes and skin)

· Fever

· Tiredness or weakness

· Nausea and/or vomiting

· Pain under the ribs on the right side
These symptoms often go away without treatment.  Some types of liver disease get better, and the liver heals itself entirely.  Other liver diseases can continue to cause damage even when the symptoms are gone.  
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
